» “Tongues and other lips” — languages differing from Israel's.
* First occurrence of this is in Acts 2.

» Paul quotes from Isaiah 28:11-12.

* |saiah 28:11-12 means that the gospel will be presented in foreign
languages to the Jews.

* Yet most of Jews will not believe.

* The Jews even persecuted the believers
(Acts 13:45,50; 14:2,5,19; 17:5 etc.).

» Old Testament calls God's law as perfect (Psalms 19:7).

» Jeremiah likens dreams and God's word with what chaff is to
wheat (Jer 23:28).

» God hast magnified His word more than His name (Psa 138:2).

* When that which is the NEW TESTAMENT is come, then
TONGUES which is in part shall be done away.

- WHOLENESS wise, tongues are in part and not perfect.

» 40 years the infant church needed revelatory gifts such as
prophecy to be instructed of God's will (1Cor 14:1-12).

» 40 years they could not see clearly and only knew in part.

» TIMING wise, tongues have ceased.
