1777 THANKSGIVING PROCLAMATION

Forasmuch as it is the indispensable duty of all men to adore the
superintending providence of Almighty God; to acknowledge with
gratitude their obligation to him for benefits received, and to implore such
farther blessings as they stand in need of; and it having pleased him in his
abundant mercy not only to continue to us the innumerable bounties of
his common providence, but also smile upon us in the prosecution of a just
and necessary war, for the defense and establishment of our unalienable
rights and liberties; particularly in that he hath been pleased in so great a
measure to prosper the means used for the support of our troops and to
crown our arms with most signal success:
