• Many Christians voted Romney against the liberals of America.

• All the Bible Belt states across the South voted for Romney.

• Many Christians are fearful, anxious, worried, frustrated, or angry.

• It would not be much different under the very moderate Romney.

• Good Christians will get behind the president as the Bible says.

• Nothing has changed. We had four years. We get four more. Live!

12 But these, as natural brute beasts, made to be taken and

destroyed, speak evil of the things that they understand not; and shall

utterly perish in their own corruption;

There are several issues for Christians  (1)

• Honor of civil authority is a very plain and strict Bible doctrine.

• Godly citizenship is our duty, not “patriotic vigilance” of any kind.

• Our priority is the kingdom of God, our holy nation, not the USA.

• Mistrust leads to … fantasy … despite … rebellion … to sedition.

• Fear is devilish, denies faith and the faith, and is in hell (Rev 21:8).



There are several issues for Christians  (2)

• Evil communications, in politics or news, corrupt good manners.

• Every man is a liar, and the Internet allows liars to spread any lies.

• What goes around, comes around … so we should exalt authority.

• Time is precious, and politics is a profitless distraction  (Ep 5:15-17).

• The media play the ignorant, but Christians should know better.



Response Summary to 2012 Election

• God gave us Barack Obama for another term.  Believe it. Trust Him.

• Honor him. Obey him. Pay him. Pray for him. Give thanks for him.

• Eat, drink, and be merry … God will take care of us under Obama.

• Seek and pray for the peace of America for your peace in it  (29:7).



“Pray for rulers … for peace and quiet.”
I Timothy 2:1-3

• The church was under Rome!  They had killed Jesus and apostles!

• Saints supplicate, pray, intercede, and give thanks for rulers (2:1-2)

• Their request, like Jer 29:4-7, is for peaceful and quiet lives (2:2).

• They desire a peaceful environment to live godly and honestly  (2:2).

• This conduct is good and acceptable in the sight of God  (2:3).

• A political conspiracy took His life inside 24 hours, and He knew it!

• Our brother is King of the universe … over all presidents  (Ps 2:1-12).

• The world is ignorantly foolish, and it is ours anyway  (I Cor 3:19-23).

• Tortured Christians in every cruel way possible, including lamps!

• Caesar’s power got Paul free passage from Philippi  (Ac 16:35-40).

• Caesar’s power got Paul saved from Jewish rabble  (Ac 18:12-17).

• Nero saved Paul’s life from the Jews in Jerusalem  (Ac 21:27-40).

• Nero saved Paul’s back from a zealous chief captain  (Ac 22:22-30).

• Nero saved Paul’s life from the Jewish rabble again  (Ac 23:10-11).

• Nero saved Paul’s life from a Jewish conspiracy  (Ac 23:12-35).

Giving Thanks for Nero  (1)

• Nero allowed Paul a fair trial before Governor Felix  (Ac 24:1-22).

• Nero allowed Paul liberty, visitors, and teaching Felix  (Ac 24:23-26).

• Nero allowed Paul to see friends on his way to Rome  (Ac 28:11-15).

• Nero allowed Paul to dwell by himself outside prison  (Ac 28:16).

• Nero allowed Paul his own place for teaching  (Ac 28:17-31; Phil 4:22).

• Sedition … is spreading any of the above to incite others to same.

• Who would have thought America would defeat England  (1775-83)?

• The civil war cost America by far the most (6 x WWII), but we survived.

• Lincoln printed paper “greenbacks”; FDR outlawed owning gold.

• The FRS (1913), the IRS (1913), and women’s suffrage (1920).

• Great Depression (1929-39); 90% stock decline; 25% unemployed.

• Communist revolution of Lenin/Marx overthrowing Russia  (1917).

• The 1918 Influenza (Spanish flu) killed  600k here and 50 million.

• Two world wars costing many thousands of lives and much capital.

• The New Deal was a socialist experiment in this country  (1933).

• A war in Korea costing another 36,000 lives and much capital.

• President Nixon took the US off the gold standard in 1971.

• America officially began killing babies by law in 1973.

• Silver hit $50; mortgages 16%; prime rate 22%; in early 80’s.

• Assassination attempt on Reagan (1983) and AIDS (1983).

• Stock market dropped 22% on Black Monday (Oct 19, 1987).

• Operation Desert Storm in Iraq (1991) and the L.A. riots (1992).

• Dot-com collapse - $5 trillion losses; 80% NASDAQ fall  (2000).

• Terrorism of 9-11 in New York, Pennsylvania, and D.C. (2001).

• A second invasion of Iraq as Operation Iraqi Freedom  (2003).

• Global financial crisis with banking and housing in US  (2007-2012).

• Fear-mongers said world would come to end on January 1, 2000.

• Some stockpiled foodstuffs and batteries for return to cavemen.

• Christian conservatives/survivalists/patriots were worst of all.

• These “Christians” and “patriots” live to sell fear e.g. Gary North. 

• Typical for doomsday ideas and fear-mongers, nothing happened.

• Typical for doomsdayers, they went to hiding til next event … 9/11.

The Classic  - Y2K

• Fear-mongers deny there are any terrorists but government rulers.

• They scream that the government knew every detail of the events.

• They scream that in fact the government blew the buildings.

• They scream that the planes had missiles hung underneath.

• They scream that it was a truck bomb at the Pentagon – no plane!

• They scream all planes landed safely and passengers relocated. 

Another  - 9/11

• Claims to “insider information” for secret conspiracies and plans.

• Move from one fantasy to the next and never deal with their errors.

• Twist every political event to have a hidden, evil, sinister motive.

• Play on the rebellion of American “liberty” and “independence.”

• Disguise by cloak of “truth,” “patriotism,” “God and country,” etc. 

Fear-Monger Tactics  (1)



“Be of good cheer … I have overcome the world.”
John 16:33

• Imagine a network of secret organizations lovingly cooperating.

• Ignore the ignorance of man, which is the deepest degree of folly.

• Exaggerate past organizations or persons with no relevance today.

• Accuse the rich of various conspiracies to share control  (Ecc 10:20).

• Come out of hiding every time another current event can be used.

Fear-Monger Tactics  (2)



“Be of good cheer … I have overcome the world.”
John 16:33

• If they know it, then the last thing it can be called is “insider info”!

• They are simple – believing most anything without proof  (Pr 14:15).

• If they knew something, they cannot and have not altered anything.

• Countless “insights” over 50 years never occurred or were proved.

• Trust in God and godly living are the only true responses to civil sin. 

Fear-Monger Rebuttal  (1)



“Be of good cheer … I have overcome the world.”
John 16:33

• A “patriot” will never teach you anything of being a better saint!

• Their forecasts make a mock  of Christianity like Harold Camping.

• Meddling with them, by listening or reading, is cursed  (Pr 24:21-22).

• The opportunity and reputation cost to them is nearly incalculable.

• A one-world government is not the threat by Daniel 7  (I Pet 2:11).

Fear-Monger Rebuttal  (2)



“Be of good cheer … I have overcome the world.”
John 16:33

• They are the most gullible people due to God blinding by rebellion.

• They believe anything blaming government, rich, banks, or Jews.

• They start by presuming they know more and better than rulers. 

• They choose rebellion (anti-tax) rather than law (Howard Jarvis).

• They show their motives to be greed rather than truth. See above.

Fear-Monger Rebuttal  (3)



“Be of good cheer … I have overcome the world.”

• Ask, “Why are you telling me this?  To build my faith or my fear?”

• Ask, “Where in the Bible does it tell you to spread this junk?”

• Ask, “How has this ‘insider information’ helped your family?”

• Ask, “If your wife and children did the same, what happens?”

• Ask, “Why don’t you appreciate TSA searches of Arabs flying?”
