What Do We Believe?

We believe Abraham understood a different land.
We believe God gave all the promised land to Israel.
We believe the land was only for Israel conditionally.
We believe Israel sinned and lost the physical land.

All that is left ... is for you to visit the promised land!

Because we know the real seed of Abraham (Gal 3:16).

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C.l. Scofield Told Jewish Fables

C.l. Scofield said God never gave Israel all the land.

“The Palestinian Covenant gives the conditions under
which Israel entered the land of promise. It is
important to see that the nation has never as yet
taken the land under the unconditional Abrahamic
covenant, nor has it ever possessed the whole land.”

Here Is C.I. Scofield’s Fable! (1)

God never gave Israel the whole land promised.

He still owes them the whole land, so we must help.
He still owes them the whole land, so they will get it.
God did not give it unconditionally like He promised.

So He is going to yet give it to them unconditionally.



Here Is C.I. Scofield’s Fable! (2)

God has no land for Gentiles: the Jews are His people.
The time when God gives the land is the millennium.
God will have His favorite people on Abraham’s land.

Jesus will reign in Jerusalem on a new Jewish throne.

The Gentile church is a recess in God’s prophetic plan.

If God Did Not Give all the Land ...

Then He is not the LORD the God!

Then He is not righteous!

Did God Give Israel all the Land?

Was the Land Promise Unconditional?

No! God warned Israel often that they could lose it.

No! God ripped them off the land for disobedience.

If it was unconditional to Abraham, he got none of it.

If it was unconditional to Isaac, he got none of it.

But the Bible says all God’s promises were fulfilled.



Did Abraham Want Canaan? (1)

8 By faith Abraham, when he was called to go out into

a place which he should after receive for an

inheritance, obeyed; and he went out, not knowing

whither he went.

9 By faith he sojourned in the land of promise,
dwelling in tabernacles with Isaac and

Jacob, the heirs with him of the same promise:

Did Abraham Want Canaan? (2)

13 These all died in faith, not having received the promises,
but having seen them afar off, and were persuaded of them,
and embraced them, and confessed that they were
strangers and pilgrims on the earth.

14 For they that say such things declare plainly that they
seek a country.

15 And truly, if they had been mindful of that country from
whence they came out, they might have had opportunity to
have returned.

16 But now they desire a better country, that is, an
heavenly: wherefore God is not ashamed to be called their
God: for he hath prepared for them a city (Heb 11:13-16).




Did Abraham Get His Land?

Yes, he got his land! God promised it ... he wanted it!
He was looking for a heavenly country, heavenly city!

What is his land called? Abraham’s bosom!

Who is the seed of Abraham? Jesus and His children!

Do they get the heavenly land forever? Most surely!



Hate Jewish Fables! Love truth! (1)

C.l. Scofield told fables, and there are many more.

Paul warned about his fables (Titus 1:14; Il Thess 2:1-3).

God gave Israel’s kingdom to us (Matt 21:33-46; 22:1-14).

Jews and Gentiles have a better kingdom (He 12:18-29).

Jesus is on His throne in Jerusalem (Rev 2:27; 3:7,21).



Hate Jewish Fables! Love truth! (2)

Jesus united Jews and Gentiles in one body (Ep 2:11-22).

e David’s kingdom is built with Gentiles (Acts 15:13-18).

* There is no difference of Jews and Gentiles (Gal 3:28).

We Gentiles are like Isaac, sons of promise (Ga 4:21-31).

* Unsaved Jews are like Ishmael, reprobates (Ga 4:21-31).



Hate Jewish Fables! Love truth! (3)

The promises made to Abraham are fulfilled in Jesus!
Jesus is the seed of Abraham (Ga 3:16)! Never forget!
You are the seed of Abraham (Ga 3:7,28-29)! Love it!

Fleshly seed of Abraham is rejected (Ro 9:6-8; Rev 3:9).

Jesus is in the promised land waiting for you (Jn 14:1-6).
