A Few Quick Rules for Conveying Truth

• Consider ages realistically or be an oppressor (Ps 103:13-14; Prov 28:16).

• Length and loudness are not wise, but rather consistency (Deut 6:7).

• A little bit here and a little bit there, constantly, will work (Is 28:9-13).

• Comprehension and appreciation trump quantity and intensity, etc.

• Learning should be part of everyday life by instruction and discussion.

• Competing inputs should be limited due to scarce resources of youth.

• If you wait until late at night or after a big meal, they should sleep.

• If you cannot make it applicable to their lives, their senses stay dull.

• It cannot be all spoon-feeding. They must do some on their own.

• Do not talk the whole time. Let them read, ask, review, teach, share.
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
